Order 30-40 sites across the globe
Providing long-term, high-quality climate
records

Serving to constrain and calibrate data from

more spatially-comprehensive global observing
systems (inc. satellites)

Measuring alarge suite of co-related climate
variables with deliberate measurement
redundancy

Run for climate monitoring



Common misconceptions
